Recent counseling appointment at LifeLine – end of October, 2008.

A 23-year old mother of 2 came in alone for a pregnancy test.  She was on the verge of tears.  She wanted to know about abortion.  She is currently trying to get her life together so she can have her boys move back in with her.  She was living with her boyfriend but he moved out when the home pregnancy test turned out positive.  He just packed his bags and moved out, after 4 years together.  

She has a medical condition that was probably the cause a miscarriage earlier this year.  She had to have the baby surgically removed which is extremely traumatic.  She was ready to cry when she told me about it. She is in danger though with every pregnancy because of her medical condition.  Consequently, she if very concerned about being pregnant again.

We discussed her pregnancy options and health concerns. I gave her all the details about abortion.  All along she was still on the verge of tears.  I was able to share with her that nothing is impossible with God and to get all the information she could before making such a huge decision.  I tried to get her to make an appointment with a doctor but she declined.  She wanted to talk to her boyfriend first.  Still holding back the tears she told me she did not believe in abortion but she knows she cannot handle having a baby alone especially with her medical condition.

As with all our clients, I invited her back to talk and invited her boyfriend to come with her.  On Wednesday she called to say that she wanted to talk to me about carrying her baby to term and that her boyfriend was coming in also.  They both came in and I was able to share the options with the boyfriend, God’s will for their lives and the baby’s life.  By the time they left the office, they had changed their minds and agreed to have the baby and parent.  He told me he would stand by her and help support the baby. 

Praise the Lord that our doors were open and that we were here to share a message of life and hope.

I will stay in close contact with this young family and let them know we will be supportive of their courageous life affirming decision throughout the pregnancy……..and beyond.

Our relationship with them has just begun.  They will need a lot of practical assistance, encouragement, parenting classes, as well as mentoring.
