Greetings,
I will be playing in the upcoming 2nd Annual Ritratto Dei 100 Hole Golf Marathon. The vision of Ritratto Dei Int’l (portrait of God) is to build “Community Expressions” and “Homes for Hope” that are rooted and designed to love that neighborhood to Christ.  Last year the flood of 2008 wiped out an entire neighborhood of 550 homes, which included a “Community Expression” (Ellis Community) and a “Home for Hope” (being purchased for transitional housing to meet a specific need of that neighborhood). Ritratto Dei lost over $300,000 of uninsured property and contents; along with its entire mission field.  In 2 years, Ellis Community, with the help of The First Church of the Open Bible, had 19 outreaches. They baptized converts and dedicated babies. All together they had over 8,000 touches of God’s love to the people who lived in the neighborhood; with food, hygiene items, clothing, toys, back-to-school backpacks, and more. They were in 35 homes doing minor home repairs. They repaired plumbing, electrical, windows, doors, roofs, porches, sidewalks and more. This was an incredible move of God in restoring a neighborhood to Christ.
Here is the “Good News.” After a year of being displaced and mucking out of a national disaster, Ritratto Dei is starting over. On July 1st they purchased a “Community Expression” (Neighborhood Church) and are starting all over again in a neighborhood of over 600 homes. This is where I need your help. I am asking you to sponsor me in this year’s event. Last year we raised $77,000, which covered one fourth of the loss. This was a huge event and we want to have another great year as the vision moves forward.
